' Race rules

1. Runin accordance with the rules of ASA and WPA.

2. Open to all licensed and non-licensed runners of 14 years and older.

3. Two 2016 licence numbers to be displayed — on the front and back of the vest. No race numbers will be issued.

4. Temporary licenses to be displayed on the front of the vest.

5. Temporary licensed participants are eligible for age category prizes provided they enter the relevant age group, wear the appropriate age tags and
provide proof of age.

6.  Private vehicles may not to follow the athletes on the route. No personal seconding will be permitted, except at official refreshment stations.

7. Inaddition to overall (Open) prizes, participants will only be eligible for an age category prize in the age category they enter. Corresponding

numerical age category tags must be worn on the front and back of their club vest. Participants may enter the age category corresponding
to their chronological age or any younger category down to senior. Age category tags will be available for purchase at registration and on race day.

8. Juniors (born from 1997 onwards) wearing junior or senior license must wear an age category tag to qualify for age group prizes.
